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Report: TOPtoTOP Global Climate Project 10-26 November 2009

1. The TOPtoTOP Global Climate Expedition Project

swissnex Singapore supported the TOPtoTOP Global Climate Expedition team during their stop over in Singapore from
10 to 26 November by reaching out to the relevant stakeholders and coordinating the activities, including the
participation at the Clean Energy Expo Asia 2009 as well as logistics and private matters.

TOPtoTOP was founded in Switzerland in 1999 with the goal to bring awareness of environmental issues, to promote
the search for environmentally compatible solutions, to encourage the start of projects beneficial to the environment
and to collect good examples to protect our global climate and share this hopes with young people in schools and
universities. Since the start of the expedition in 2002 TOPtoTOP created like a “pearl chain” of good solutions around
the globe and visited 40’000 students. The ultimate aim of the expedition is to show practically to the younger
generation that great things can be achieved in harmony with nature.

2. Event Program in Singapore

order to share examples of nature’s beauty and innovations for a green planet with 130 pupils and parents. In the
afternoon he gave a fascinating presentation about the expedition and the possibilities of improving living standards by
using sustainable technologies at Nanyang Polytechnic. Approximately 300 young persons from secondary school,
junior Colleges, ITEs, polytechnics, universities and youth organization attended the event which was organized by
James Soh from National Youth Achievement Award Council, Singapore.
